Applicants and admissions criteria
All employees’ sons/daughters, from any country, can apply.

Requirements set by the school’s admissions criteria are as follows: 
• average age: 25-34 years;
• bachelor’s degree;
• average work experience: 2-10 years (minimum of 2 years full-time, post-baccalaureate work experience 
   strongly recommended);
• proficient English skills certified by TOEFL or IELTS test score (not required for US citizens, US permanent 
  residents and for people holding a degree from a country where English is the official language);
• adequate GRE or GMAT test score.
 
Candidates should also demonstrate to have the following personal characteristics:
• superior academic performance and intellectual ability;
• communication, initiative, maturity, integrity, and self-awareness; 
• extracurricular and community activities.  
 
Grant
Every year Buzzi Unicem will fully fund a 2-year, full-time Master in Business and Administration, on a continuing 
basis. 
The scholarship will cover:
• tuition and fees (paid directly to the University);
• travel and living costs, books, application fee, insurance etc. (paid to the student). 
 
Selection and valuation process
Candidates will have to submit their application to McCombs School of Business; the entire process will be 
managed online by the University of Texas within fall 2015.
